Course Content
  
TEXTILE PRODUCT DEVELOPEMENT
This course empowers students with the skills to de-

sign innovative textile products tailored to various 

user needs. It covers the entire product development 

process, emphasising key aspects such as user requi-

rements, success factors, and functional analysis. The 

curriculum integrates inclusive design principles and 

sustainability through a combination of lectures and 

workshops, offering both theoretical knowledge and 

hands-on experience in developing future-forward 

textile solutions.

 
TEXTILE INNOVATION
Students will get an in-depth understanding of how 

textile products and services develop alongside busi-

ness ideas and branding, with a focus on sustainability. 

It covers innovation processes in textile and business 

development, including planning and implementing 

product development and creating business models 

based on consumer values. Students will collaborate on 

a group project to create to design a fictional compa-

ny with a circular business model, covering the entire 

textile value chain. The course concludes with students 

presenting their results in a fashion show and exhibi-

tion, showcasing their innovative solutions.

FUNCTIONAL TEXTILES
This course focuses on the development of functional 

textiles with enhanced properties for diverse applica-

tions, including sports, protective equipment, smart 

textile systems, and medical technology. Students will 

explore material selection, construction, and sustaina-

bility to design innovative solutions that meet specific 

customer needs. The course also provides insight into 

international standards and certifications shaping the 

global market.
