University of Art and Design Linz

“The University of Art and Design Linz (Kunstuniversitdt Linz) has its institutional and
programmatic roots in the “Kunstschule” (Art School) of the City of Linz, which was
founded in 1947, assigned academy status in 1973 and finally made a fully-fledged
university in 1998. The institution was conceived as an explicit statement to signify
dissoctation from the previous art policy of the National Socialist era. This is in particular
exemplified by its emphasis on the fundamental values of freedom of art and research, its
commitment to modernism and contemporary art and the positioning of the University at
the interface of free-artistic and applied-economically oriented design. In the past as in the
present, these values form the basis of the fundamental essence and identity of
Kunstuniversitdt Linz. ™

Exchange students from Boras will enrol in courses part of the department Fashion &
Technology. The courses are part of either the 2" or 6 semester of the Linz BA programme.

Although German language knowledge is not required, students are recommended to have
some basic knowledge before their exchange

It offers more than 800
students from Germany and abroad a one-year, interdisciplinary course of foundation
studies. These basics in art and design are followed by diploma studies in free art as well as
bachelor and master’s degrees in design. >

Exchange students will enrol in courses alongside undergraduate students from Fashion
Design. The primary language of instruction at Weissensee is German, but the teaching
staff have international experience, and tuition is held in English if necessary.

?Vilnius Academy of Arts (VDA) is a State University of the Republic of Lithuania, that
offers study programmes in all three study cycles in the areas of art, design, architecture,
and art theory and history. The Academy consists of four campuses, situated in the cities of
Vilnius, Kaunas, Klaipéda and Telsiai, with a total of over 1800 students. ”°

Exchange students from Boras will select courses in the Fashion Design BA at the Faculty of
Vilnius.

Although the main language of instruction is Lithuanian, it is clarified that fashion design
courses involve a lot of individual tutoring and are mostly taught in mixed groups, where
exchange students receive their assignments and feedback in English. Courses taught
entirely in Lithuanian are not listed in the course catalogue. Students can also add elective
courses to create an individual study plan based on their own preferences.

Students from Boras interested in doing an exchange semester at RMIT may choose to study
ateither the Australia or Vietnam campus. The number of places available in the agreement
applies to RMIT as awhole and is not affected by the choice of campus or country.

One academic semester of full-time studies corresponds to 48 credits at RMIT where each
course represents 12 credits.

RMIT Vietnam have historically required exchange students to purchase insurance costing
5,700,000 Dong. Students should be aware that the visa fee to study in Australia increased
to A$1,600 as of 1 July 2024.
