“Founded in 1927 by the architect and designer Henry van de Velde, the École nationale 
supérieure des arts visuels of La Cambre (ENSAV) has nearly 700 students in 18 different 
departments: ceramics, animation, drawing, urban design, engraving and the printed 
image, painting, photography, sculpture, and an art restoration department. Its design 
departments include industrial and textile design, book design and bookbinding, interior 
design, set design, fashion and accessories design, as well as graphic and visual 
communication and typography.”1 
 
Exchange students from Borås will spend most of their time (22 ECTS) in the Textile Design 
Studio and select the remaining 8 ECTS from elective courses. 
 
The primary language of instruction at La Cambre is French but described as English-
friendly and located in the multinational city of Brussels.

“Metropolia University of Applied Sciences, Finland’s largest university of applied 
sciences, educates future professionals in the fields of Business, Culture, Health Care and 
Social Services, and Technology. Metropolia is a community of 16,200 students and more 
than 1,000 experts. In Metropolia, people and worlds meet to create insight, expertise and

Ecole Nationale Supérieure de Création Industrielle (ENSCI) 
 
“ENSCI is the acronym of “Ecole nationale supérieure de création industrielle”, which we 
translate as the “French national institute for advanced studies in industrial design”. 
Within the French education system, ENS in the name signifies that the School is a state run, 
highly selective institution, mainly providing master and research-level studies. 
 
« Les Ateliers » is the school’s nickname, principally used outside France.This nickname 
represents the space rather than the institution, an 11,000 sqm loft space in central Paris, 
previously made up of specialist crafts workshops working for Jansen, the decorative arts 
company. “Les Ateliers” echoes the traditional values of skill exchange and 
complementarity necessary for project teamwork, in both creative making and creative 
thinking.”5 
 
Although ENSCI states on its website that the language of instruction is French, classes for 
incoming exchange students will be adjusted accordingly. However, it is recommended that 
exchange students have some basic knowledge of French before their arrival.

“The weissensee school of art and design berlin was founded in 1946 as an alternative to the 
traditional art academy. Building on the ideas and teaching of the Bauhaus movement, the 
school of art and design stands out because of its unique profile. It offers more than 800 
students from Germany and abroad a one-year, interdisciplinary course of foundation 
studies. These basics in art and design are followed by diploma studies in free art as well as 
bachelor and master’s degrees in design.”6 
 
Exchange students will enrol in courses alongside undergraduate students from Textile 
Design. The primary language of instruction at Weissensee is German, but the teaching 
staff have international experience, and tuition is held in English if necessary.

Besides the academy it also houses a public library 
and various commercial services for students and the general public.”7 
 
Exchange students attending the spring semester will participate in one of the BA Studio 
programmes of the second year (Studio 2B). This includes two days of classes in the Studio 
programme, two days in the Fundamental programme, and participation in the Reflection 
programme every other week. Exchange students will be placed in the Studio that best 
matches their work and preferences.
