Exchange students are guaranteed accommodation at the PolyU Student Halls of Residence
for a twin-sharing room, no single rooms are available. Exchange students are required to
have a visa, however, Hong Kong Polytechnic University handles the process as part of the
students’ application.

Exchange students from Boras enrol at the School of Fashion and Textiles. Courses are
usually chosen close to the start of the semester.

One academic semester of full time studies correspond to 15 Hong Kong credits.
Number of places: Decided on annual basis, but normally 4-6 students per academic year.
