Applicants must be able to demonstrate they meet Twente’s requirements of English
language proficiency by uploading any of the documents presented on their website.
Students from Sweden are exempted if they have a slutbetyg from Gymnasieskolan with
passing results in English 5, 6 and 7. English 7 should be obtained with a minimum C grade.
